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Stacia Robertson is among 
the best all-around basketball 
players that Kelli Jeffries has 
ever coached and is now the 
Islanders’ career leading scorer 
with 1,143 points and career 
rebounding leader with 615.

“But what I am most proud of 
when talking about her is how 
good of a person she is,” said 
Jeffries, Grand Island Senior 

High School’s girls basketball coach.
“Stacia has been a model student-athlete on and 

off the court. She is also like a second coach on 
the floor, making all those around her perform 
at a higher level. Stacia is also fun to be around 
and has a great sense of balance with life and 
athletics,” Jeffries said.

“She was successful because she was blessed 
with some God-given talents and was willing 
to work hard to develop these talents,” 
Jeffries added.

Robertson said Jeffries is a “great 
coach” and also credited post coach 
Lew Cole for improving her game.

She said her teammates deserve 
the recognition for her two career 
records.

“They made the assists. I scored 
the points,” she said.

Robertson began playing 
basketball when she was 7 years 
old and started to play competitive 
basketball a year later. After 
moving to Kansas City in third 
grade, she started playing with 
traveling teams. She moved back to 
Grand Island three years later and 
played for the Nebraska Twisters, 
who won a national tournament.

This spring, Robertson is 
competing on the Islander track 
team for the first time and throws 
the shotput and discus. She also 
played on the Islander volleyball 
team as a freshman and on the golf 
team as a sophomore.

Robertson committed in 2009 to continue her 
basketball career at the University of South Dakota, 
an NCAA Division I school, and will begin taking 
college classes there on June 7.

Robertson has excelled in the 
classroom and was among 
seniors in the top 15% of 
her class recognized at the 
Academic Honors Banquet in 
April. Because of the number of 

college credit courses she took 
at Grand Island Senior High School, 

Robertson will be classified as a 
sophomore at the start of her second 
semester in college. 

Robertson has advice for 
upcoming students in Grand 
Island.

“If they’re interested in sports, 
there’s nothing better than 

competing at the Class A 
level,” she said. 

Robertson sets school records

Grand Island Senior High School ninth-grader 
Anna Toner won the Music Teachers National 
Association Junior Piano competition at the 
University of Nebraska-Omaha in October 2009.

She began preparing for the competition in 
January 2009 and performed for approximately 
20 minutes. After winning the Omaha 
competition, she advanced to regional 
competition in Independence, Mo., in January 
and competed against people from seven states. 
Although she didn’t place in the top three, it 
was a great experience.

She began playing the piano in the summer 
before she entered second grade, started taking 
lessons, and began competing in Music Teachers 
National Association contests when she was in 
third grade. Linda Alexander of Grand Island 
was Toner’s first piano teacher. Toner began 
taking weekly piano lessons from Dr. Jonathan 
Sokasits, a Hastings College music professor, in 
February.

Toner also plays the mallets and keyboard in 
the Islander band program, plays the piano with 
the school’s orchestra, and will be in Chamber 
Singers for 2010-2011. Toner gives lessons each 
week to her cousins, who are in second grade 
and fifth grade.

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Anna (Vogel) Brooks has made the 
most of her time in the U.S. Navy.

Brooks enlisted in the Navy in June 
2001, graduated from Grand Island 
Senior High School in December 2001, 
left for bootcamp in January 2002, and 
was promoted to chief petty officer in 
September 2009. In November 2009, 
Brooks attended a Women in the Military 
Tea Party at the White House and met 
First Lady Michelle Obama.

“The entire experience was outstanding. 
I was one of about 10 Navy women to go,” 
she said. Ten women from each of the 
other branches of the military were also 
invited.

Brooks was serving on the USS Carl 
Vinson that was deployed from California 
to Haiti immediately after the January 
2010 earthquake. The ship was in the area 
for three weeks.

Her education in Grand Island Public 
Schools has helped her succeed in the 
Navy.

“Grand Island Public Schools are 
diverse, even more so now than when I 
went there,” she said. “I believe embracing 
diversity is the best thing for young people 
to help prepare them for the adult world.”

Brooks transferred in April to Assault 
Craft Unit 4 in Virginia Beach to learn to 
be a craftmaster on hovercrafts placed in 
the back of ships with Marine gear.

As chief petty officer, Brooks is 
responsible for all junior sailors and 
junior officers and trains them to become 

better sailors. She also is a 
Boatswain’s Mate, working 
with anchoring, towing, 
mooring, driving the ships, 
and more.

Brooks lives in Virginia Beach, 
Va., with her husband Joe, who is also in 
the Navy, and their daughter Madison, 
who is is 3 years old.

Because she and her husband are in the 
Navy, they do a lot of planning if they are 
deployed at the same time. Brooks plans 
to stay in the Navy for at least 20 years so 
she could retire with full benefits.

“I’ll be 37 when I retire. I don’t think I 
can beat that,”she said.

GISH graduate meets First Lady

Zlomke foreshadowed his career.

Nabower, a 2003 GISH graduate, 
is the technology director for the 
Plattsmouth Community Schools.

Burch described Nabower as a 
deep thinker, task-committed, and 
unassuming.

“We still call or e-mail him with 
questions. He will figure it out or know 
the answer,” Zlomke said.

Nabower began providing 
technology assistance for 

Plattsmouth Schools 
when he was a college 
freshman in 2003 and 

received a bachelor’s degree 
in management information 

systems from the University of 
Nebraska-Omaha in 2007.

He became interested in computers 
when he was in middle school.

“I was expecially interested in Macs, 
so my Mom got me an old Mac. I 
taught myself how to use the computer 
by reading books and through trial and 
error,” he said.

Taking several technology courses in 

Grand Island 
Public Schools 
and having 
time in his 
high school 
schedule to 
work with the 
technology staff 
helped him 
gain technical 
knowledge.

“The education I received from GIPS 
helps me in every aspect of my job, 
whether it’s using math to help with 
programming and budgeting, or relying 
on the teamwork/communication skills 
I learned from participating in sports to 
help build positive working relationships 
with my colleagues,” he said.

Nabower said the GIPS staff who 
influenced him the most were Burch; 
Kevin Pfefferle, the high school’s LAN 
manager; and former GISH media 
specialist Chuck Frasier, who is now 
retired.

Pfefferle and Frasier allowed him to 
work with them while he was enrolled 
in a computer/media assistant class, 
saw his potential, and contacted Burch. 
He began working with Burch and her 
staff, which influenced his decision to 
pursue a degree in technology.

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Morrow helps newcomers tell stories with quilts

Tracy Morrow is the thread that 
connects her students’ lives in the 
United States to their native countries.

Morrow teaches the school district’s 
fourth and fifth-grade English Language 
Learner newcomer students at Gates 
Elementary School.

Her involvement in a documentary 
about a quilt project with Sudanese 
girls filmed in Grand Island in 
September 2008 that will be broadcast 
on PBS (Public Broadcasting Service), 
has led to an ongoing annual quilt 
program with her students.

A 60-minute video about “The Quilted 
Conscience” project will be completed by Abbott 
Sisters Day in March 2011, said project director 
John Sorensen of New York City, a native of Grand 
Island. “The Quilted Conscience” tells the stories 
of a group of Sudanese-American children whose 
refugee parents have settled in Grand Island. The 
students are mostly from the Nuer, Nuba, and 
Dinka tribes of South Sudan.

Eighteen Sudanese girls in fourth 
through 12th grades were filmed for a 
week at the Stuhr Museum 
while they worked on a 
story quilt in September 
2008 with nationally-
known quiltmaker Peggie 
Hartwell of Summerville, 
S.C. Morrow was the school district’s 
representative who worked extensively 
with the girls and their families during 
the project. The story quilt’s theme 
is “Dreams and Memories.” Each 

student made a quilt block illustrating her 
memories of her heritage and a quilt block 

depicting her dreams for the future.
Sorensen, the executive director of The Abbott 

Sisters Project, said approximately 80 hours of 
footage was shot for the project, primarily in 
Nebraska.

“We hope to have a rough cut of the film ready 
by this fall, so that we may hold a few screenings 
in the autumn/winter, and see how people are 

responding to the film,” he said. “Then we’ll assess 
things and start work on the final cut.”

Morrow began her teaching career in 
1990 and started working in Grand 
Island Public Schools in 1998. She was 
a special education teacher at Walnut 

Middle School until 2001, then taught 
English Language Learners at Dodge 

Elementary School until 2004. She has taught the 
school district’s “newcomer” students in fourth and 
fifth grade at Gates Elementary School since that 
time. 

Morrow received an $886 classroom mini-grant 
from the Grand Island Education Foundation to 
pay for fabric and other supplies so she can work 
with her students to create a quilt each year for at 
least three years. Local quilters have volunteered to 
assist Morrow and her students. 

“The project is a great way to welcome the new 
families and to educate other students throughout 
the city,” Morrow said.
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Former warehouse space on the east side of the Kneale 
Administration Building is being converted to the Child 
Nutrition Center.

Grand Island Public Schools’ 
Child Nutrition Center on 
the east side of the Kneale 
Administration Building  will be 
completed by mid-June, Nutrition 
Services Director Kris Spellman 
said.

Six thousand or more meals per 
day will be prepared at the center 
for students at the school district’s 

Early Learning Center and 14 elementary schools. 
Breakfasts for approximately 1,400 students and 
lunches for 4,600 people will be prepared daily.

So that staff can be trained in using new equipment 
and get experience preparing meals in the new facility 
prior to the start of the 2010-2011 school year, meals 
for the district’s summer program will be prepared 
there beginning in July.

Converting the former 
warehouse space to a centralized 
district “kitchen” will cost $4.2 
million, and $1.8 million in 
equipment will be installed, she 
said. The center covers 29,000 
square feet and also has a 3,500 
square foot dock area.

Planning for the Child 
Nutrition Center began 

approximately seven years ago when district officials 
realized they were running out of space for storage 
and food preparation in each secondary school, where 
meals were also prepared for students at three or four 
elementary schools.

The Nutrition Services Department has 125 
employees — the equivalent of 77 full-time employees. 
Those numbers do not include the substitutes who 
work in school kitchens. The equivalent of 22 full-
time employees will work at the Child Nutrition 
Center.

The school district does not subsidize the Nutrition 
Services Department. Spellman said her staff meets 
that challenge by efficiently providing tasty meals that 
meet nutrition guidelines at a fair price.

When food is ready to be transported to schools, 
it will be placed in heated or chilled carts that will be 
rolled right into trucks at the loading docks.

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Superintendent Steve Joel 
describes Ken Tell, his football 
teammate at Doane College, as 
a teacher who sparks students’ 
interest in science.

“Ken has dedicated his career 
to Grand Island students,” Joel 
said. “He is a great role model who 
has coached and guided many 
youngsters.”

If Tell had been drafted to play 
professional football, he might not 
have pursued teaching. Tell is a sixth-
grade science teacher at Barr Middle 
School and has taught in Grand 
Island Public Schools since 1978.

“Ken was a great athlete who was 
captain of our college football team 
and had received some interest 
from the professional leagues. As a 
fellow offensive lineman, I remember us pushing each 
other to be the best unit in the conference,” 
Joel said. 

Grand Island Senior High School 
Principal Kent Mann and art teacher 
Doug Whitman were also Tell’s teammates 
at Doane.Tell earned a bachelor’s degree in 
recreation at Doane. Professional scouts watched him 
play for three years as an offensive lineman and punter.

“At the time, my plan was to be a football hero, but 
it didn’t quite work out that way,” he said. “I played 
basketball and football in college. My career came to an 
abrupt end when my ‘draft’ call never came. Suddenly I 
became aware that my playing days were over.”

He worked as a juvenile home supervisor, 
realized that working with kids was something 

he wanted to pursue, returned to 
Doane, earned a bachelor’s degree 
in education, and a master’s degree 
in education from Doane.

“I am very fortunate because 
I go to work everyday and have the 

opportunity to make a difference in kids’ lives and 
also teach them my favorite subject — science.”

He was a third-grade teacher at Wasmer Elementary 
School, taught fifth grade for a few years, and has been 
a sixth-grade teacher since then. He taught at Wasmer 
for 19 years, moved to Barr when the district switched 
to a middle school concept, and has taught science at 

Barr for 13 years.
Tell has sponsored a trip to Florida 

since 1988, and has taken more than 
1,000 sixth- and seventh-graders to 
see sites such as Disney’s Epcot theme 
park and Animal Kingdom Park. 

“Student travel is a tremendous 
opportunity for our students,” he 
said. “It is such an important part of 
education.”

Tell credits fellow Barr science 
teacher Greg Keslar, who helps 
sponsor the trips, and chaperones for 
helping make the trips successful.

Tell is proud of his former 
students’ accomplishments.

“I absolutely love to hear from 
my former students,” he said. “I see 
many of them working in Grand 

Island as police, teachers, bankers, doctors, 
mechanics, and administrators.”

Tell’s father was a railroad worker, and the 
family moved many times when Tell was in 
elementary school. He grew up in Hoffman 
Estates, Ill., and was recruited to play football 
and basketball at Doane College. He has been 
in Nebraska ever since then.

Tell has coached “at every level from the 
little ones to college.” He coaches Barr seventh 

and eighth-grade track participants in the discus and 
shotput.

Tell’s wife, Jan, is an integration specialist at Dodge 
Elementary School. They have a son Quinn and twin 
daughters Kali and Linden.

Larry D. and Judy A. Maupin
Orchestra Endowed Fund

Larry and Judy Maupin established this fund to 
enhance the orchestra program at Grand Island 
Senior High. Mr. Maupin taught orchestra at Grand 
Island Senior High for 38 years, retiring in 2003. 
The intent of this fund is to help fulfill the mission 
of the Grand Island Senior High Orchestra Program 
which “seeks to develop individual musical artistry,

This fund will begin making grants on an annual basis during the 2010-2011 
school year to benefit the Grand Island Senior High Orchestra Program.
